Homework will be purposefully and deliberately constructed to enable students to select,
organise and deploy a wide range of knowledge effectivilyill foster independent study
and prepare students for the demanding GCSE qualifications and for later study.

Homework may include learning vocabulary, organizing knowledge, preparing revision notes,
reviewing previous work, or priearning for a future test.Some subjects may set practical
instead of written tasks where appropriate. Students could be askeslbmit homework
using Googlel@&ssroom, which will be explained to all students when they start at school.
order to help parents, carers and tutors monitor homework, we require that students record
all homework in their student planner.
