We have been lucky enough to secure a number of theatre opportunities that we can offer your child,
please see below for more information on each of these.

Box House Theatre Performance- Twisted Tales, Lantern Theatre: Thursday 8 June, 7.30pm - 8.30pm

Twisted Tales is a brand-new Platform Theatre piece which includes four anthology folk tales all of
which conclude with a twist. A group of thespians stumble upon an ominous book filled with grisly and
gory tales. Will the thespians be bound to act as the book's puppets? Destined for a life or performing,
but never truly free...

This performance will run on Thursday 8 June from 7.30pm — 8.30pm in the Lantern Theatre, and will
cost £7.00 per student.

Ocean at the End of the Lane, Mayflower Theatre: Tuesday 4 July, 7.00pm — 10.00pm

This five-star spectacular from the producers of War Horse and The Curious Incident of the Dog in the
Night-Time is a thrilling adventure of fantasy, myth and friendship, taking audiences on an epic journey
to a childhood once forgotten and the darkness that lurks at the very edge of it.

In their first commission since 2019, Frantic Assembly and Lemn Sissay O.B.E. collaborate on this
thrilling new adaptation of Metamorphosis. Combining the fluidity and lyricism of Lemn Sissay’s
adaptation and Frantic’s uncompromising physicality, this promises to be an unmissable retelling of
Franz Kafka’s shocking tale of cruelty and kindness; a visceral and vital depiction of humans struggling
within a system that crushes them under its heel.
